Infographic illustrating 75 years of history

British Council Poland presents the most important moments of its 75 years Polish history as an interactive infographic. Teaching English is only the tip of the iceberg – equally interesting and important areas of the organisation’s activities are science, arts and culture and social programmes.

The British Council has opened its Warsaw office 75 years ago, in 1938, and has since been sharing British achievements in education, arts and culture, training English language teachers, as well as enabling scientific exchange between Poland and the United Kingdom. The key events have been placed on a website historiabritishcouncil.pl in a form of interactive infographic. By scrolling down the website, users see historical milestones of the organisation, with links to pictures and videos.

Infographic will be accompanied by a social media campaign, showing curiosities from the British Council’s history in Poland.
Earlier this year, the British Council Poland has launched a new website, with improved functionality, design, and navigation. New website meets the needs of XXIst century Internet users: it works on mobile devices, links to social media channels, displays videos, and is accessible for people with visual impairment.
